e The Career Engagement Opportunity (CEO) program is a
credit-based internship program for seniors that launched in
Ottawa County high schools for the 2017/2018 school year.

e The CEO program is designed to give seniors the
opportunity to work in a local business in the student's
desired career field.

e 7 students completed the program and presented to the
Business Advisory Council. Internships were completed in
childhood education, custodial, zoology, music education,
mechanical engineering and marketing research.

e Held on Friday, October 5, 2018 at the CMP
Competition Center at Camp Perry, in conjunction
with National Manufacturing Day.

e 500+ students, from 6 local high schools, engaged
in career exploration activities with businesses in an
effort to help students explore the skill sets
necessary to obtain careers in Ottawa County.
